L ocal Historical Society Seeks Protection for Colonial Era Cemetery

One of the current projects the Mastic Peninsula Historical Society is =
working on is the recognition for a loca cemetery in Mastic that most |

residents of our town have never heard of.

Daniel Lane was afarmer in the 1800’s, who had a farm between

Lambert Ave., and Titmus Dr., just north of Montak Highway. As was 5

the practice in those days, a family graveyard existed on the farm. There |

were a total of (10) Lanes, (2) Sardfords, and (1) Baldwin buried in this f :

graveyard.

The farm was broken up into parcels and sold off in 1922, and the . f |

headstones were removed and sent to Mt. Pleasant Cemetery in East
Moriches in the 1930’'s. Only Harriet Baldwin's headstone remained for
some reason up until the 1950°'s. The issue here is the headstones were
THE BODIES STILL REMAIN IN THE GROUND.

The Town of Brookhaven does recognize and acknowledges this
cemetery exists, but there are no boundaries or markers to show its exact
location. The only headstone left in place in the 1950's was found down

removed, but

in a large gully behind the current strip mall when
Titmus Dr. was opened to meet Montauk Hwy.
about 15 years ago.

We are working closely with the Town

Historian to pinpoint the exact location of the g

graveyard. When we find the location, the Society |

plans to erect a fence around the boundary, =S

complete with plantings and landscaping, and asign |

(provided by the Town) to acknowledge the people
still buried there. A local Eagle Scout troop has

agreed to provide the labor, and fund-raising tof

cover al costs.

It is only fitting that the family buried here
be given the recognition and respect they deserve, |
and to preserve this small parcel of land from future  *

building projects.
