Historical Societies Working to Secure Protection for Area Cemeteries

The Fireplace Historical society is to be
commended for winning it's long battle with
Brookhaven Town over caring for it's old,
abandoned cemeteries.

All through the Town of Brookhaven, there
are cemeteries that are over-grown, neglected, and
forgotten, as well as those that are cared for,
fenced and marked with large signs. It has long
been arule that the town is the caretaker for many
of these plots of history. On our fair peninsula we
have several old cemeteries that not only have
been forgotten, bu built over, either with aroad or
buildings. These plots held families who were part
of the fabric of the Mastic-Shirley area as far back
asthe 1600's.

Some members have brought
to our attention severa of these long
forgotten areas. They recall seeing _—= M
them, They waked through them;f
and played around them, during the = ”"*5~
time before Mastic-Shirley evolved"
into what it is today .

One member Rich Davins, has pin-pointed
the exact location of one family plot in particular.
The Lane Family Cemetery. It is located at the
intersection of Montauk Highway and North
Titmus Drive. Our president, Ed DeGennaro, has
done extensive research onthis family and has met
with severa of it's descendants. But because of the
possible location of the buria ground, it is almost
impossible to locate any remains.

The town is and was aware that it existed,
as was the Parks Department, but the town-owned
land was sold long ago and a strip mal was
possibly built over it.
