Beach and served our local community with pride for many years.
She is also credited with being the first female letter carrier in New

York State to be allowed to drive a mail truck.

After her retirement from the Mastic Beach Post Office in
1985, she continued to reside in Mastic Beach and was active in a

number of community groups.

Phyllis passed away on April 17, 2014. However, her many
recollections and impressions of Mastic Beach have been preserved
in a recorded oral history on file at the Community Library.
