Publications Committee - Mike Lubrano:

The first three 
volumes of our local history booklets are now 
available. The fourth volume is currently in 
production.  The Mastic-Moriches-Shirley 
Community Library has been making a table 
available to us on one Saturday per month for the 
sale of these booklets, with the proceeds to be 
used to fund the publication of future volumes in 
the series. 
 
Program Committee - Mike Lubrano: The 
Historical Society had its booth set up at the 
Cultural Arts Guild’s Nautical Seafest on July 26 
and 27, at the MBPOA Crab Festival on August 
24, and at the Pattersquash Creek Civic’s Harvest 
Festival on September 27. Our members spoke 
with attendees of these events about the extensive 
history of our community. Murals reproducing the 
artwork of Katherine Floyd Dana (donated to the 
Village by MPHS) continue to be on display at 
the Mastic Beach Cultural Arts Center, on 
Neighborhood Road. We hope to continue our 
oral history program this year.  Also, our 
committee chair, Mike,  has been serving as a 
member of the Tri-Hamlet Renaissance Project 
Marketing Committee. Tri-Hamlet Community 
Day 2014 was a huge success and many people 
stopped by to do tombstone rubbings at the 
Nathaniel  Woodhull Cemetery on Neighborhood 
Road.  The committee is hard at work planning 
Tri-Hamlet Community Day 2015, which is set 

for June 6, 2015.  Mike also did a presentation 
and slide show on August 7 at the MBPOA 
clubhouse as part of the celebration of the 
MBPOA’s 86th Anniversary. 
 
Membership Committee - Rich Oldham: The 
membership committee has been active on several 
fronts. Flyers have been placed on community 
bulletin boards in several places in the 
community, supermarkets and at the library. 
Applications have been handed out at events in 
the community where we have had a display 
table. Announcements have been placed in the 
news media, Tri-Hamlet News and their Facebook 
page, as well as in The Long Island Advance. We 
have our own Facebook page, where membership 
has been encouraged, also on our website. Since 
January of this year, we have had several new 
members join our organization. There are 44 paid 
up members at this time. 
 
Historic Sites Committee - Rich Davin: We will 
be revamping our Historic Sites Committee in the 
near future. We will continue to do research of 
local history at the Community Library and 
elsewhere.   
 
Fundraising Committee - MPHS has been  
awarded a grant from the Pomroy Foundation to 
fund the installation of an historical maker to be 
installed on Montauk Highway.  We are also 
awaiting notification as to whether or not we will 
receive any funding through a second grant from 
the Suffolk County Historical Society.  We are 
currently seeking a new chair for our Fundraising 
Committee; interested parties should contact our 
President, Ed De Gennaro at our next meeting.
